Group work ( 5 )

OSCE - Application
Aim:    
At the end of this session, the participants are expected to apply the knowledge which they have learned during last three sessions (Power point presentation, Group 3 & 4). 
Objectives: 
At the end of this session, the trainees should be able to;

· Make a plan to apply the preapred stations 

· Conduct a mock examination with 4 stations 

Method:
· Each group will be responsible to select one simulated patient (SP), examiner and one student.
· Examiner and SP are supposed to be trained during group work 3 & 4 for the case that the group prepared. 
· Either a examinee (student) will be selected from each group however they should not be involved in case discussion or Arrange 4 final year medical students for the mock examination. 

· Remaining group members will play a role of observer and give feedback at the end of the session. 

Materials:   

· Flip chart. 

· Papers and Pencil for the groups.
· Table, examination couch, stethoscope, chairs etc for stations

· A whistle for time managment
· Feedback guidelines – Pendlton’s rules for feedback 
Pendleton’s ‘Rules’ (6- Steps) for feedback
(Pendleton D, Schofield T, Tate P, Havelock P. The New Consultation. Oxford University, 2004.)
1. The learner goes first and performs the activity
2. Questions then allowed only on points of clarification of fact
3. The learner then says what they thought was done well
4. The teacher/facilitator then says what they thought was done well
5. The learner then says what was not done so well, and could be improved upon
6. The teacher/facilitator then says what was not done so well and suggests ways for improvements, with discussion in a helpful and constructive manner
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
